Ogletree is one of the legal profession’s most prominent speakers, the founding and Executive Director of the Charles Hamilton Houston Institute for Race and Justice, and named one of the 100+ Most Influential Black Americans by Ebony Magazine.
The legal diversity summit is an annual event, designed to promote diversity in Nebraska’s legal profession. In addition to a book signing and keynote address by Charles Ogletree, the Summit will feature: panel discussions on improving efforts to recruit and retain attorneys of color and on “expanding the pipeline” of diverse applicants to law school, interview sessions between Nebraska legal employers and regional law students, and a networking reception.  
Professor Ogeltree will also be making presentations at the University of Nebraska College of Law and Creighton University School of Law during his visit to Nebraksa.
